DISCUSSION ITEMS

A) RFD - Borrowing

Director of Corporate Services Leah Bloomquist brought forward a recommendation for the city to
look at a $15,000,000 loan with a term of 20 years which will not require an increase in property
taxes in 2025 to meet loan obligations It was noted that there would be a small shortfall of
approximately $22,000, but administration is confident that property count growth from the rec
levy and the current operations can address this shortfall in the budget. Once the project is
completed and final costs are known the future council may need to consider further borrowing.

City Council was in favour of the recommendation and Administration will now proceed with
public notice and the application.

B) RFD - Regional Fire Training Facility Agreement

The City of Saskatoon, City of Warman and City of Martensville have been in discussions
regarding shared fire training grounds. Currently, each fire department has its own training
grounds. The proposed site is located on 10" Avenue South, about 2 km south of Martensville
within the RM of Corman Park. A contract has been drafted for each city to review and sign off on
to utilize the new training grounds.
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Highlights of the contract:

e An operations steering committee composed of one member from each community will be
established to oversee operation matters and make recommendations on future projects.

e The cost of capital construction and operating will be shared between the three parties with
Saskatoon being the major funding partner and Warman and Martensville sharing the remainder.

e The available hours of the facility is also split based on the funding contribution percentages.

e Martensville has guaranteed access of 112 hours. Additional hours may be obtained if rented.

e The Martensville portion of the capital cost construction of Phase 1 of the facility is $200,300 and
may be paid through a combination of the in-kind contributions of Martensville assets to be
relocated to the site and cash.

City Council was in favour of moving forward with the partnership.

D) RFD - Sports Page Patio Glazing

Planning Manager Bonnie Gorelitza provided council with some background information about the
Boulevard Lease the city has with the owner of the Sports Page. On July 9", 2002, a Boulevard
Lease was signed to permit the construction of a patio that would encroach over the property line
two feet into the street right of way along 4" Street South with the following conditions to be
included on the Development Permit. 1. The deck does not block any sidewalks and/or parking
stalls. 2. The deck is built with six-foot-high frosted glass. The city is now in receipt of a request
to remove the frosting from the glass on the patio. The frosting will remain on the windows of the
actual building.

As this was a 2002 Council requirement to install the frosted glass, this request is made before
council asking to amend the previous development permit conditions.

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Approval of North Concept Plan by the Province

The North Concept Plan provides key land use and servicing details for a priority growth
area in the P4G region.

North Concept Plan approvals took place by the partner municipalities in 2022, and the
necessary P4G District Official Community Plan amendments were approved by the
province effective February 15, 2023.

Implementation of the North Concept Plan land use framework (as illustrated above) by
the municipalities now includes processing development applications, completion of
additional servicing studies and undertaking a regional cost recovery strategy.
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Initiate a Regional Market Study

In May 2023, the P4G initiated a regional market study to provide updated employment
projections and validate baseline demographic and market information used in previous
P4G regional planning work.

The market forecasts will look at 5-year increments over a 30 year time horizon, while
also recognizing the important regional target population threshold of 700,000 and how
development timing can align with the regional vision.

Data collection, as well as rightsholder and stakeholder engagement took place
throughout July and August 2023, with an initial market findings summary presented to
the P4G in November 2023.

The final market study is expected to be a publicly available document in mid-2024.

Grant funding for the work was provided through the Saskatoon Regional Economic
Development Authority (SREDA) and Targeted Sector Support (TSS) Initiative funding.

Begin Strategic Planning

In September 2023, the P4G embarked on a strategic planning process to set
intermunicipal, long term direction for the P4G, to ensure that focus areas, action items,
communication protocols, work plans and annual budgets support and align with
identified regional priorities, particularly those beyond just regional land use planning.

The strategic planning process is expected to be approved by September 2024, ahead of
the municipal elections scheduled for November 2024.

P4G All Councils Reunion

For the first time in P4G history, a joint, all Councils reunion was held on October 26,
2023 at the Wanuskewin Heritage Park.

P4G All Councils Reunion at Wanuskewin:
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The intent of the inaugural P4G all Councils reunion was to share progress on
intermunicipal initiatives, discuss opportunities and challenges in the region and build
rapport to ensure continuity and relationship building through municipal election cycles.

Event attendees included elected official and senior administrative representation from
all five municipalities, not just those municipal representatives on the various P4G
committees. The reunion included support from senior levels of government, both in
person and via pre-recorded greetings.

Finalize Regional Drainage Mapping

The completion of regional drainage mapping was a priority for the P4G in 2023. This
included starting the phase 3 drainage study, which is being completed by Saskatoon
Water on behalf of the P4G.

The phase 3 drainage study will complete flood modelling for the west and southwest
sector of the P4G Planning District. The drainage study will describe the general hydraulic
conditions during a one-hundred-year (1:100) return period storm event, and include
culvert data, water flood depths, hazard classification, and water flow information.

The final report is expected to be made public mid-2024 along with the available drainage
maps for the northern, eastern and southeastern portions of the P4G Planning District.

2024 INITIATIVES

In 2024, the P4G will be focused on completing the ongoing priority projects ahead of
the municipal elections scheduled for November 2024.

Having priority projects, such as the strategic plan, approved prior to potential leadership
changes is important for the community partners.
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P4G FUNDING

On an annual basis, the P4G endorses a budget which is forwarded to the member
Councils for consideration during their individual municipal budget processes.

The five partnering municipalities fund all parts of the operating and capital expenses for
the P4G. The typical P4G funding model is:

®m Corman Park: 21%

m Martensville: 21%
Osler: 4%

m Saskatoon: 33%

® Warman: 21%

This funding model for both parts of the operating expenses, and is also used for the
capital budget unless a specific project requires other considerations, such as omission
of a P4G member from funding due to the project scope and/or deliverables.

Operating Expenses

Operating expenses for the P4G encompasses two parts; first is the general P4G
governance, communication and outreach expenses (i.e. Executive Director wages &
various P4G committee expenses). The partners have been funding these operating
expenses collectively since 2014.

Second are the operating expenses for the District Planning Commission (DPC)
meetings, planning district file administration and the DPC Secretary role.

Prior to 2022, these DPC expenses were only paid for by Corman Park and Saskatoon,
since they were the only two municipalities involved in the Corman Park-Saskatoon
Planning District. After the P4G Planning District came into effect on January 1, 2022, all
five partners started contributing to the DPC costs.

Capital Expenses

The P4G capital expenses includes regional projects and studies, with some expenses
offset by grant revenue sources. These capital projects are often planning or engineering
related studies that help support regional growth, servicing and economic development.

The P4G members have been jointly funding a variety of capital projects since 2014, and
consider a multi-year work plan for budgeting purposes.

The overall 2023 operating and capital portions, and total 2023 funding contributions for
the municipalities are highlighted in the chart below:

Any funds not expended are carried forward to subsequent budget years for use when
the project is ready to begin.

P4G COMMITTEES

The P4G utilizes a regional governance framework that includes a number of committees
and commissions to discuss regional issues and help ensure effective intermunicipal
collaboration, which recognizes and responds to the most pressing needs of the region.

Depending on the municipality, the elected officials or staff assigned to the various P4G
committees may be the same, however their roles and responsibilities to the committees
will differ based on the committee mandate.

The hard work and dedication by the P4G committee members is represented through
the achievements outlined in this annual report.

Regional Oversight Committee (ROC)

The ROC consists of political representatives and senior management from each P4G
partner municipality. The ROC sets priorities for the P4G, including the annual work plan
and budget, and provides direction on matters of regional importance, particularly those
involving strategic or financial commitments.
